 In 2020 we were awarded a £20,800 Local Places for Nature Grant 

Criccieth, Gwynedd  is a coastal town on the Llŷn Peninsula with 1 primary school, 1 
chapel, 3 churches, a community centre in the Memorial Hall and Library. We have 12 
Town Councillors and a population of 1,800. 
 

Development of community allotments and butterfly garden on wild scrubland where 
people from young to old can learn new skills and share knowledge on their doorstep. 
Started: January 2021 Completed: September 2021 
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300m of accessible pathways created 
 

150 volunteers involved
